Freshers’ week 
The university year begins with a week of events for students who are beginning university. It is a 

time when students are trying to make new friends and get settled into to university life. For many 

students it is the first time they have lived away from their parents and they are often more open to 

rethinking the assumptions they were brought up with. Therefore, it is a key time for the Christian 

Union to help people think about Christianity and the claims of Jesus. 

Bath Spa Christian Union has a number of events planned for freshers’ week: 

- ‘Text a…’ events: Freshers text the CU with a question about Christianity and their choice 

of toastie/cupcake/milkshake (depending on the day). CU members deliver the food to the 

fresher’s house and attempt to answer the question – sometimes this can lead to deeper 

conversations.  

- Lunchtime talk on freedom from a Christian perspective.
